Bye Laws of

The Neurological Alliance

Interpretation
1. 
In these bye laws the interpretations are the same as for the Articles of Association.  

Membership
2.  
Full membership of the Company (hereinafter called Members) shall be open to any non-statutory non-profit organisation with unpaid trustees; which specifically exist to serve people with neurological conditions or which provide for them; whose activities are consistent with the aims of the Company; which supports the objects of the Company and which have paid the annual subscription as laid down from time to time by the Trustees.

3.
Affiliate membership shall be open to regional and local neurological alliances who have paid the annual subscription and who work within the COMPACT agreement as outlined in bye law 15.  Affiliated members shall have a vote.
4.   
Associates are national, international and other non-profit organisations, whether corporate or unincorporated, including statutory authorities and professional associations and individuals who support the objects of the Company and who have paid the annual subscription.  Associates shall not have a vote.

5.
Corporate supporters are for profit organisations who support the objects of the Company and who have paid the annual subscription.  Corporate supporters shall not have a vote.

6.   
The Company shall have the right to invite all such persons as it deems fit to attend meetings organised by the Company without the right to vote.  
7.   
The Trustees may reduce the subscription of any member of any small charity which finds the level of subscription unduly onerous. A charity seeking a reduction must submit a case in writing, together with a copy of the last two years accounts, to the Chairman within 30 days of demand for payment and the representative of that charity may be required to appear before the Trustees.

8. 
The Trustees may terminate the membership of any person or organisation for good and sufficient reason, provided that two thirds of the Trustees at a quorate meeting where the decision is made vote in favour. The member concerned should be notified of the action proposed and the reasons for it.  They should then be given 30 days to respond.  If the response is considered satisfactory by the Trustees, no further action will be taken.  If the response is not satisfactory the member concerned has the right to attend and be heard at trustees meeting.  A final decision will be made at this meeting.   
9.
If a member organisation has not paid its fees by the Annual General Meeting it will be unable to play an active part in the meeting and the membership of the organisation will be considered terminated. 
Declarations of interest at Trustee and General meetings

10.  
No person shall vote on any matter in which he is personally interested pecuniarily or otherwise or debate on such matter, except for Trustee liability insurance.







Powers and Proceedings of the Board of Trustees
11.
The trustees shall have the power to establish sub-committees for the purpose of considering issues in detail, provided that any committee so appointed shall report all acts and proceedings back to the Board of Trustees as soon as practicable. The sub-committees shall include at least two members of the Board, one of whom should be the chair of the sub-committee.  .

12.  
Bankers shall be appointed and may be changed by the Trustees and cheques shall be signed by any two persons authorised by the Trustees. 
Officers
13.    There shall be a Treasurer of the Company duly appointed by the Trustees.  He shall perform such functions as shall be assigned to him by the Trustees.

14. The books and financial records shall be open to inspection by the Trustees at all reasonable times during normal business hours.






Regional alliances

15.  Regional neurological alliances in affiliate membership should comply with the Compact agreement as follows:

(1) Affiliated organisations are expected to broadly share the aims of the Neurological Alliance and to work within these. 

(2) Affiliated organisations should send a brief annual report to the Neurological Alliance including main activities and developments and showing how these are related to the aims of the Neurological Alliance.

Use of the Neurological Alliance logo
16. The Neurological Alliance logo is the property of the Neurological Alliance and decisions about its use are made by the trustees.  

17.  Affiliated organisations may use an adapted form of the logo that clearly specifies a geographical location.  

18. Member organisations may not use the Neurological Alliance charity number alongside their logo (for any purposes).

19. Local / regional organisations may add the strap line “Affiliated to The Neurological Alliance”.  

20.  The green flash in the logo should be in pantone Green 554.

21.  Artwork for regional neurological alliances’ logos should be submitted to the trustees for approval before being used.
